From Topic to Thesis Statement

After researching your topic and identifying your points of comparison, you should start to arrive at a thesis statement.

Your thesis statement needs to say more than just-

“There are many similarities and differences between…”

Your thesis statement needs to draw some conclusions or make some point.

Examples of good thesis statements:

Although the United States and Mexico are geographically close, the two countries are miles apart in economic development, cultural activities, and religious beliefs.

Most people believe that Christianity and Islam are very different religions, but their beliefs about God, their understanding of the afterlife, and their values are very similar.

To understand the complexities of current hip hop music today, fans should study the African music of the past.

In the United States, women’s struggle for equality is almost over, but for the women of Saudi Arabia, they are just beginning.
