Follow-Up 

Your assignment is to write a 5 paragraph journal entry in which you will answer the following questions.  Be sure to give specific examples and to answer all the questions!

1. What disability do you think would be the most challenging? Why? 

a. Physical (thumbs and clothing)

b. Sight (star and mirror)

c. Hearing (cotton balls)

d. Muscle (writing with opposite hand)

e. Vision (goggles)

2. Second, imagine that you will have that disability for the rest of your life…

3. Now, considering the disability you chose as your subject, begin writing your journal entry, using the following as your first sentence:

I AM A PERSON WHO (explain what the disability is) – Example: I am a person who is deaf.
Each of the following questions should be one paragraph in length. You should have 5 paragraphs when you finish writing your journal. Make sure to answer each question COMPLETELY – give examples, explanations, etc.
4. With your disability, what things that you enjoy doing now, both everyday things and special things, would you be unable to do?
5. Are there any ways you can think of that you could adapt, so that you could still enjoy doing any of these things?
6. In what ways is school more difficult for you?  What are some things you can do to make your school day as normal as possible?
7. Unfortunately, because of your disability, people sometimes do not treat you well.  What kinds of things do they do to you?  How do you think you might deal with these people?
8. What are some ways that people who are not disabled can make life a bit easier for you? Include at least three different things people can do to help you.
(Please answer all of the questions above as you write your journal)

For each station, you need to answer the same 3-4 questions:
1. When finished, discuss with your group members the difficulties you encountered while listening to the story being read.  Write down answers to the following questions:

a. What frustrations did you have?  

b. What could have been done to alleviate some of your difficulties?  

c. If you had to deal with hearing loss every day, what do you think would be the biggest challenge?
