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Attention all Walnut Springs Ski Club Members:


We hope that you are as excited about the ski season as we are.  We know we are going to have fun at Snow Trails this 2015 ski season.  To insure that everyone has a fun and safe ski season, we need to establish some basic ground rules.  All of the following ground rules deal with one basic concept: RESPECT!  

RESPECT:

· Respect the rights of others both on the bus and on the slopes.

· Food and canned drinks are allowed on the bus.  All trash is to be put in the trash cans on the bus.  Respect the cleanliness of LakeFront Lines.

· Respect adults who are chaperoning and are working at Snow Trails.

· Respect the property of others.  This includes the bus, personal property, and the property of Snow Trails.

· Respect the slopes.  Skiing and snowboarding can be a dangerous sport unless you are cautious and ski in control.  

TRANSPORTATION:


We will be taking two fifty six passenger buses provided by Lakefront Lines.  Because of the size of the buses and the often-treacherous road conditions that can occur during winter months, it will be extremely important that you follow all ground rules stated.  There will be a Teacher Chaperone on each bus to enforce the rules and to assist you if there are any problems.  


All of the buses are equipped with a DVD and TV for your entertainment.  Feel free to bring videos to watch on the bus.  All videos must be rated “G” or “PG” and must be approved by advisors previous to showing.  Respect the rights of people that want to watch the videos and keep talking to a minimum so others can hear.  


The two hours on the bus ride is also an excellent opportunity to work on homework or study for upcoming tests.  Feel free to bring work with you for the bus ride.

	Bring all ski equipment and apparel to the School Store, right across from the Main Office. The yellow school bus will not allow you to bring ski or snowboard equipment on school buses in the morning.  

Get your equipment from School Store .

If you need to change do so quickly in one of the restrooms near the front of the building.  Do not leave ANYTHING in the building.  You will not be able to reenter the building upon return.  

Load buses and leave from Walnut Springs.  The buses will be parked in front of the building.  Do not board a bus without a chaperone. 

Arrive at Snow Trails.  You will receive your ski pass as we unload from the bus.  

First Call.  You should get off the slope and return your equipment or pack up your equipment.  Keep track of time because you might not hear the loudspeaker.

Second call.  You should be heading towards the bus in the parking lot!

Board bus to go home.  Roll call is taken and all ski passes are collected.

Leave Snow Trails.  People who are late will lose one hour  of ski time for each minute you are late after 8:30 at the beginning of the following trip.  

Arrive at Walnut Springs Parking lot.  Parents should be waiting to pick you up.  
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
